Full refunds for land travel will be made for cancellations received in
writing 45 days prior to departure. Cancellation fee penalty: 449 30 days
before departure, 25% of land tour cost; 29-15 days before departure, 50%
of land tour cost; 15 days or less before departure, 75% of land tour cost.

Passports, by law, must be valid for six months beyond the
completion of your travel. When entering Nicaraguan immigration, you will
be issued a temporary visa at a cost of US $5.

Health: Review your immunization record with your physician as soon as
possible. Some preventative immunizations have timed sequence require-
ments. Bring adequate amount of any needed prescriptions.

Upon receipt of your reservation you will receive a written or
email acknowledgement which will include:

¢ Confirmation letter including Orientation Meeting date.

e Travel Packet including detailed information of sites to be
visited.

e Additionally, we will send periodic updates of reading materials
and current information coming from Nicaragua.

e Approximately 30 days prior to the departure date you will re-
ceive a travel information package that will include your airline
flight information, hotel list, baggage tags, etc.

Airlines limit baggage to one checked piece not to exceed 50lbs and one
carry-on. Due to limited motor coach storage capacity, each member is lim-
ited to one large suitcase for personal items. We suggest you use your small
carry-on for the overnight stays outside the city of Managua. If you wish a
second piece of luggage, please fill it with donated sewing supplies. (Then
you will have plenty of space for those wonderful purchases in the mar-
ket!)

Passport; temporary Nicaraguan Visa ($5); no costs associated with interna-
tional air travel; items of a personal nature, (e.g., wine and liquors and food
not on the regular table menu); optional excursions; telephone calls; laun-
dry and personal services; and exit airport tax (US $32) at Managua Air-
port, if applicable.

W/NP reserves the right to withdraw the tour or make any changes that we determine advisable including substitution of
accommodations or transportation.
